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REMINDER OF THE WAUSAU WEST HIGH SCHOOL DRESS CODE RULES  

As a reminder to students and par-
ents, this dress code was developed 
with teachers, administrators, students 
and parents to help foster an appropri-
ate learning environment free from the 
distractions associated with attire that 
doesnôt adhere to the policy. The 
dress code is as follows: 

¶ No coats, hats, hoods, ban-

danas or sunglasses may be 
worn.   

¶ Clothing should always com-

pletely cover the torso (i.e., no 
bare midriffs).  When standing 
up, the shirt must touch the 
top of the pants or skirt. 

¶ Excessively short skirts or 

shorts are not allowed.  A rec-
ommended length would be 
mid-thigh or longer when 
standing. 

¶ Clothing items such as back-

less tops, halter tops, stra-
pless tops and spaghetti-
strapped tops are not allowed, 
except when being worn as a 

layering piece.  All tops must 
have straps at least one inch 
wide on both shoulders and 
be high enough in front to 
minimize chest cleavage.  
Undergarments must be worn 
and shall not be visible. 

¶ Students choosing to wear 

low-rise pants need to make 
sure their undergarments are 
not exposed.  In addition, 
pants need to be secured 
around the waist/hip area.  
Boxer shorts and/or briefs 
cannot be visible. 

¶ Shoes must be worn at all 

times. 

¶ Any fashion (dress, accessory 

or hairstyle) that is a distrac-
tion from the learning process 
or presents a safety risk; dis-
plays suggestive, offensive, 
obscene, sexually degrading, 
or racially motivated graphics 
or statements; or pertains to 
drugs, alcohol or tobacco 

products is not permitted.   

¶ Gang colors, symbols or iden-

tification may not be worn.  
Tattoos that are visible must 
be covered. 

 
The school administration will use dis-
cretion to make decisions regarding 
the appropriateness of each studentôs 
dress and possible consequences for 
violation of this policy.  Students will 
be required to change into appropriate 
clothing.  This may include being sent 
home to change clothes.  Repeated 
violations of dress code can result in 
severe disciplinary consequences be-
ing taken.  With student and parent 
support and the use of common sense 
in terms of the attireôs appropriateness 
for school, issues can be easily re-
solved.

ATTENTION PARENTS OF JUNIOR S 
 

The PSAT/NMSQT® exam  will be offered at Wausau West on 
Wednesday, October 10, 2018, beginning at 8:00 am. Students may 
sign up in the Business Office, or online via the Parent Portal with a 
credit card by September 12th . The cost of the test is $17. The pur-
pose of the PSAT (practice SAT) is to give students an opportunity to 
experience taking a college readiness test and to identify students who 
might benefit from advanced coursework. 
 

By taking the PSAT in 11th grade, all students have the opportunity to 
qualify for participation in the National Merit Scholarship Program. 
PSAT/NMSQT® scores are used as initial screen of entrants to the Na-
tional Merit Scholarship Program, which recognizes outstanding aca-
demic achievement by U.S. high school students. 

 

Students must be in good academic standing, have good attendance, and take responsibility to ar-
range missed work and class time from taking the test on October 10th. 

COUNSELING INFORMATION 

College admission tests are one of the requirements when applying to a college or university.  Both 
the ACT (American College Test) and the SAT (Scholastic Aptitude Test) are admission tests.  A 
student may choose to take one or both of these assessments.  However, it should be noted that the 
University of Wisconsin System has historically preferred scores from the ACT assessment as part 
of its entrance requirements.  Also, to qualify for some scholarships a student may be required to 
submit an ACT or SAT score. 
 
Students may register for either test online at the address below or using the registration materials 
they can pick up in the Counseling Office.

A few important facts about these tests that may be helpful for you to know:  The ACT has an  
optional  writing test.  It is important for students to check online at actstudent.org prior to registering 
to take the test, to see if the college(s) they plan on applying to requires the writing test.  Not all 
schools require this test.  The SAT also has a writing section to its test, however it is included as part 
of the test and all students who take the SAT will take the writing component.  Both testing compa-
nies indicate that applying online expedites registration for the test.

Exploring and helping students become aware of all the different careers in the accounting field is 
the WICPA Educational Foundation grant.  Wausau West Business Education instructors, Mrs. 
Dawn Jameson and Mrs. Stephanie Jahnke, were awarded this grant in December 2017. 
 
Accounting is a high-demand career.  Having accounting with a marketing major/minor is in demand 
as well.
